This month we are having our “Missions Month,” and the question is: Why?  Why are we 
having this special month and asking others to come in and share God’s Word from the 
perspective of their corner of the missionary world?  Is it to just “punch the mission’s 
ticket” so we can say, “we do missions too”?  Perhaps it is so I can have several Sundays 
off from preaching.  No.  These are not the reasons-- hopefully not even close.   
 
Actually there are at least two very specific reasons.

budget item for that ministry team to worry about” to our church becoming 
“missional” in its DNA. 

 
This month I will address #1 above, and next month I will discuss #2. 
 
Why is it important to highlight with passion and power God’s activities around the world?    
By declaring here at The Bridge God’s grace and power throughout the world, we shift our 
focus from: “That is over there in some foreign country and we are here,” to being caught 
up in the excitement and infected with missional activity.  We will think and be missional 
today and tomorrow-- it’s not for them but for me! 
 
You see Jesus’ command to “Go and make disciples” was to the entire church (not the 
building or ministry team).  This includes you and me.  In Acts 1:8 we read that we are to 
start locally then expand out into the nations.  Everyone has seen the influential power of 
excitement.  Anything we brag about to others will catch on.  Then they want to participate 
(think of your favorite movie and how you love to tell others about it), and it just snowballs 
into a movement from that point.  Why do you think the book of Acts has so many ac-
counts of the number of people who came to Christ?  To encourage the early church as well 
as the present-day church that Christ is active, and the Holy Spirit has power. 
 
My prayer is that all of you reading this catch the fever of participating with God as He 
builds His Church.  Get caught up in a God who saves depraved, sinful people because He 
loves and because He chose to do so.  When we fully comprehend how great His grace is, 
and how much He loves us, in spite of our sin and rebellion; we will want to share this with 
everyone we meet!
